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ABSTRACT

The aim of this research is to determine the effetttourism on Antalya and to offer
solutions to defeat the negative effects of toursmAntalya Metropolitan.

Findings: Antalyais one of thecities that was most affected from the tourism boom
occurred in 1980s in Turkey. A considerable partooifrists who lodge in the city or places
close to the city are related with the city cemweng to transportation. The immigrants who
come to Antalya in order to work in tourism sececommodate mostly in the north side of
the city. As a result, urban functions are insigint in these areas and a great number of
shanty houses are built.

Results: There are three affairs of Antalya city. First e tproblem of using some
districts in urban aspect. Second is the traffabfgm of the city. And the third problem is the
lack of urban areas public need.

INTRODUCTION

besides many natural features of our plan@bokchin, 1999, p. 9-10).

“Cities are a piece of, a miniature, a mirror ofeareconomic and societal systems they

connected by. All the features the overall struetwith its beauty and disease are reflected in



them. You can easily find Italy in Rome, Englantlondon, Indonesia in Jakarta, Turkey in
Istanbul with all features'{Kele , 2009, p. 9).

Limits of the Study, Material and Method

The city of Antalya is a centre province of 20.984°. 5 central municipalities and 14
districts are connected to Antalya main city. Tty s located in the 363 north latitude
and in the 3042 east longitude. The city is surrounded by Kemed &umluca in the
southwest; Korkuteli in the west; Burdur in the thoiSerik in the east and the Mediterranean
Sea in the south ( Fig. 1).

The aim of this research is to determine the effe€ttourism on Antalya and to offer
solutions to defeat the negative effects of tourismAntalya Metropolitan. In this research, a
literature study was carried out before all elsethis study, some Antalya sections of large
maps were utilized among 1/25.000 scale topograpdyys of Map General Commandership.

“Development plans” of related municipalities of tAlya city were also utilized. In order to



investigate the effect of tourism on the urban tlgwement of Antalya, piece of land

investigation was carried out in the districts whtis effect was evident.

FINDINGS AND COMMENTS

The validity and maintainability of civic policiaa Antalya city, as much as the same
with other cities of Turkey, is a subject that Ina$ been paid attention so far. This affair has
been accentuated and paid attention after the emeegof the transportation, lack of urban
areas, unused parts of the city. These matteractdtt attention with the consequence of
tourism boom in the city. To bring solutions to thatters, today’s main cities and other city
municipalities reveal serious works.

“The urbanization of nation-state (1923-1950), trbanization of labour force (1650-
1980) and the urbanization of capital (after 1980pcesses were lived by Antalya as all the
places in TurkeyGuclu, 2007, p. 374)Both explaining as economic and sociological, the
urbanization in Turkey is a case of starting to imp in 1950s”(Es and Ate, 2004, p. 216).

While Antalya was an emigrant city till 1950, aftdiat date it became an immigrant-
receiving city. There are a few reasons of thatstAs that the city became a commercial
centre based on agriculture as improving in agnical aspect. The second reason is the
migration to the city centre from rural areas. Bssathese years, as in all Turkey, surpassed
the movement of migration from rural to city withet mass production on agriculture in
Antalya rural. Antalya is the city to be influencidm the tourism boom happened in 1980s.
Antalya, as a province, receives over 9.000.00@&2Qourists. A significant part of the
tourists lodging in the city or near the city arenoected with the city centre owing to
transportation. This also means more access tatthereating maximum load factor.

There has been an explosion in the city’s poputadis a result of the migration to the
city with the effect of tourism boom in 1980s. Ndynevhile the population of the city was
36.324 in 1927, it reached 164.950 in 1970, 338i811P85 and 913.568 in 2007. Especially
the population of the city centre comes over 2iarillin summer months and this creates a
serious pressure on urban areas. This pressureds more on the traffic and at the same

time reveals the lack of urban areas needed.



Urban Policy and Vision

The most basic problem of the cities in Turkeyhiatthot any proper policies have been
produced on urban problems. Since the policies madée cities in Turkey are not the result
of a detailed investigation, it has become not ¢@ible to meet the needs in ten-fifteen years
period. Urban planning is not an ordinary affaienbe, planning has to be considered
carefully before it is performed and planning sldobe performed by predicting the future
status of the city.

In order to adapt to urbanization process, Antatyest be prepared well by modelling
the cities of developed countries.

The points to be considered in order that “ChasteSustainable European Cities” that
European Union countries degree approved in Leipnig24 May 2007 can adapt to the
conditions given below are as follows; (Otunal Kag007, p. 2)

The public participation for nascence of urban plag became the referenced subject
after lots of problems were got into trouble. Ughts stage, inhabitants of city have not been
asked for opinions and while the city plans wermde&reated, views of people living there
have not been accentuated political sense. Whereas one of the basic features of our
understanding of urbanization is having right teapabout the cities as being citizens from

there. Because all citizens have rights.



Urban Dynamics

Since cities are the fields that have more popanati urban areas are the subjects of
more needs and more services. Already it is theahateason of revealing the urban
dynamics.

As in modern countries, surplus of people in défdrethnic groups in modern cities is
also significant to having earned a city charactertalya incorporates many foreign people
settled due to tourism. These foreign people hiseestarted to buy land, place of business or
domicile and live evermore. That situation also dastrates compliance with Antalya that
means “the country of races” (The ancient city afmphylia). The city that will perhaps
create a different socio-economic and culturalcstme in the near future, is going to be one
of the rare cities in the world which people fronamg different countries will choose for
living in later periods.

Among theeconomic dynamicsof Antalya, tourism and agriculture are remarkaklé.
course, as in every city trade is irrevocable fadbthe city. Industry is subordinate to
tourism in this city. The most important sectortlte city confronts as tourism sector that
affects all the sectors. Antalya attracts totallynRlion foreign tourists and so much native
tourists in a year. When this population is addethe city’s permanent population, the real
potential of the city emerges. And that is a popaoiathat can activate any kind of potential
in the city.

Now, the existing urban management is in a bigrefto the rehabilitation. If the urban
management provides this effort in a successful, wapndicates the fact that the economic
potential of the city will increase in every passohay.

As known, Antalya has been a coastal town everesiptowever, Antalya could not
have revealed its potential. By improving this teatof the city, and on condition to provide
economic relations with both Mediterranean coustaad distant countries, Antalya will be
able to contribute to national economy in a seridaal with this feature by carrying out
successful economic activities in Antalya Gulf.

The city of Antalya has a typical Mediterraneantand in acultural sense. The city
became one of the best modern cities in Turkey thigheffect of foreign tourism. In the city,

artistic and cultural activities are performed tltah be seen in developed cities and the



activities like cinema, theatre, ballet, nationaldainternational conferences are in the

forefront.

Urban Development in the City of Antalya to the Inegration of Geographical

Features

The urbanization in Turkey is handled not with cegil approach but much more a
narrow-scoped planning way. One of the basic aihthese plans that do not reveal a wide
scoped aspect is to please vested interests thatdshot be. In these plans performed with
this aim and with narrow scopes, geographical featare not benefited adequately. As a
result of this, while sometimes ignoring city tkeawind, sometimes factories in the city
became harmful for the city. It is ordinary to coawross such examples in Turkey. As results
of this mistake and such mistakes, problems thatrea be bared happen. These mistakes
cost to the country budget millions of dollars. drder to prevent these mistakes, urban
planners must be careful before planning citieapply to views of specialist geographers.

“The researches performed for urban planning haweset communication systems,
information banks to complete deficiencies, trablrges, determine financial information
related with land value and possession constardtytiie geographical situation and the
region of the city in the country, climate, geokadi structure, mudslides, historical
development, antiques, urban population structutesjsing and squatter areas and their
features, economic structure of the city, employmemome and development features,
education, health, green areas, culture, entert@ntn social appointments like tourism
organizations, technical equipment like electricityater, air gas and sewage, transportation
and communication status, municipal budg@€ele , 2008, s. 175).

“According to the regulation dated May 15, 1969oab Reconstruction and Track
Heading Plans with Arrangement Styles and Techni€ahditions and Licence to be
necessary for Experts who will perform these workishin the geographicalfactors; the
status of the city as to country and region, natgeography, roughness, climatic elements,
geology, construction materials and land assetsraferred. In addition to this, within the
subject of theisage of the towngther features related directly with geography Iikstorical
status of the city, antiques, population, migrasiomistrict boundaries and population,

population density, squatter houses, working pdpata agriculture, industry and trade,



manager centre, business fields, jobs and incoatestlso attract attention{Kele , 2008,
s. 209).

When concerning the Antalya’s development in urbaindon sense, along shore, a linear
development in east-west direction is seen as dneh@ first striking provisions in
morphological sense. Of course this developmentpos@d the main morphologic character
of Antalya. This development feature of the citysad transportation network and major
streets improving on east-west direction. Corredpagly, the city centre can not capitalize
on partial mountain and sea winds in summer momthd. that makes summer months more
insufferable which are already hot and oppressivénhabitants of the city. This situation of
the city shows that; while main lines were shapmd\ntalya, geographical elements could
not have been paid attention.

Geographical features of the region in urban plagrare irrevocable of that city.
Because cities exist for people. To enable people healthier and more suitable
environments, besides the region’s main physicalggephic features such as geologic,
geomorphologic and climate, anthropogeography featmust also be irrevocable for urban
planning.

Managements of Antalya city have been in a bigreffo annihilate the problems in
morphologic development of the city for the last1B)years. Within the scope of this work,
to prevent the squatter housing, managements exeewt plans to dislocate some parts of
the city to the north, the Masa Mountain. And these urban plans partially came up with

result. For that reason, an urbanization procestestin this region.

The Main Problems of the City of Antalya

Antalya is one of the places of Turkey that theas been a “hyper urbanization” in
some periods:Urbanization in striking dimensions was seen int#lya between the years
1975-1980. Antalya is one of the cities havingrtiast increasing urban populations (%43)
in Turkey between the years 1990-20@BEkle , 2008, s. 67-68). As in most places having
increasing populations, overpopulation brought @&botban problems to Antalya, too.
Squatter, unauthorized housing and houses’ beihgalthy situations take the leads of these

problems.



In the city of Antalya, reconstruction, infrastrugt and transportation are the most
significant problems. Problems like socio-cultusald urban landscape can also be added to
the city’s problems.

The main problem of the city is thensportation problem of the city centre. One of
the first things to be performed in order to ovenecthe transportation problem in Antalya is
to strengthen the east-west transportation axisale that way affiliates Antalya to the
cities Serik-Manavgat-Alanya and Mersin in easechion, and it also affiliates Burdur and
Isparta in west direction. For that reason this’e&gnsportation density is quite high.

One of the easiest solutions to decrease theduqaff in the city centre of Antalya is to
carry out thedecentralization in the city development. According to this, sontfetloe
business places and official institutions that haweto be in the city centre must be moved to
out of the city centre suitably.

The transportation problem in Antalya is not onlgrablem of the city. The problem is
also for some district and centre problem besitlescity centre‘While it must be switched
to rail system immediately in Antalya, Rinealt , Aksu, Gebiz, Serik, Manavgat and Alanya,
it must also be switched to maritime transport intalya, Kemer, Finike and K& (Ekin,
2007, p. 640).

One of the most significant requirements of conterapy cities is the city councils.
Because city management is an issue that inhaditanthe city have rights to involve
directly. In modern cities, inhabitants get invalvi® city managements by not only voting in
elections but also directly by taking active robesdecisions taken about city. In Turkey, one
of the most significant city councils that can ditnge an example for city councils is the
“Antalya city council’. And one of the most sigraéint requirements of a city is that the city
council must be configured as to represent alkthaic groups living in the city.

“According to the alteration in Reconstruction Lawade in 1972, 7 square metres
green areas are wanted for per capita. With the. Ali: 3194, it is demonstrated that this
green area amount is not to decrease and out ofrtheicipality and neighbouring areas it
will be increased to 14 square metreele , p. 239-240). However, the green area for per
capita is not so much in Antalya. And as a resuthis, the green areas that are necessary for

inhabitants are also started to be composed bylyentity managements.



Squatting and Solution for Squatting Problems

“The immediate growth of Antalya by allowing imnagts in 1950-1980 periods
revealed the city’s squatting event. In Antalyapragimately 3.500-5.000 with 1,3-2 million
square metres buildings were built in every ye@Bucliu, 2007, p. 376-384). On the other
hand, squatting is not obviated in Antalya. Antaigaone of the cities in Turkey that
accommodates the most squatting places.

According to the Antalya Metropolitan MunicipalitReport (2008, p. 1); squatting
appears mostly in the north regions of the city.tfd beginning, the squatter houses which
spread around the factories established near Buiodut, advanced around Varsak road and
east of the city after 1980. In this area, squ@t@neas advance mostly on non-registered
public fields. There have been also squatting aselwsncing on irrigable lands such as in

Sutculer-Habibler area (Fig. 2).

According to the same report (2008, p. 2-3); sguattouses in Antalya, besides

generally being established in plain areas, theyadso spread to the slopes of Masa Mountain
(Fig. 3).

They have shown an organic-textured and low dersityancing due to the fact that
they were built with occupied path on public fieldlthough development plans for
improvement of Antalya squatting areas and plarieggpns were handled after 1985 and
completed in 1990, squatting problem is one oftiost significant problems of the city.

City municipalities performed revisions for appticmas and encouraging collective
development that would tend to urban transformatiorsome squatting areas. Sutculer-
Habibler, Fevzi Cakmak, Dudenbaand Gebizli development plan revisions includesth
plan decisions.

A part of the studies that aimed to prevent squgttvhich have been performed since
1980s till today succeeded whereas some partsdfailéhile Masada and Yamans z
succeeded, Kutukgu failed.

Urban Transformation Projects in Antalya

With the immediate urbanization after the tourisooim in 1980s in Antalya, some parts
of the city are attained as hot spots (dead zosiesg their establishments. In order to be
removed of these hot spots, different studies heeen performed by the city municipalities.
To prevent squatting, revisions for squatting ptaeed urban transformation are the most
significant studies of these. Urban transformatiaiudes especially the parts of the city that

can be counted as dead places. In this context sams&formation projects are applied in the
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city. Some of these studies are completed and sointbem are continuing. The urban
transformation projects applied in the city of Aggaare as follows;

The project of Cumhuriyet Square: This project is one of the most significant progect
that Antalya Metropolitan Municipality performedh& Cumhuriyet Square is located in the
centre of the Antalya city but reveals a numbeingdortant problems in terms of traffic jam
and visual pollution and the wasted areas becatisesmg urban functionality. With the
completion of the project performed by Metropolitdfunicipality, a significant relief
happened in both pedestrian and vehicular traffig. (4).

Kaleigi-Marina Project: Here is the one of historical places that tourisisstly
demand. However, in this place, a number of comapthave occurred both in real historical
texture and economic functionality. Metropolitan iipality has succeeded in the studies it
lead away to protect the historical texture. Thenitipality not only protected the historical
texture located in this part but also provided ¢hbistorical buildings to be visited easily by
tourists (Fig. 5).

One of the urban transformation projects narkedaalio lu Park Urban Museum
Complex that is being applied in Antalya city, has been ptated substantially and
subrogated as a nice place in urban texture. Aanother urban transformation projects,

The Aims of Urban Transformations

As in many other urban transformation projects, dhmas of the urban projects applied

in Antalya are as follows;

Providing the revival of the fields lost its furmtiality.

Elimination of traffic jam in the city by arranginthe vehicular and pedestrian
traffics

To ensure a proper use of its purpose in relevaatsan spatial sense.

To build artistic places and modern facilities dfieh absences to be felt by making
opportunity of urban transformation.

To enable easier visitation of tourists by makimyinmental regulations to the

places in the city that have historical texture.

Today, centres are being built that all peoplenlivin the city can use via urban

transformation projects. This struggle demonstritasthe city centre of Antalya, as in other

city centres in Turkey, is started to be perceiasda cultural gathering centre of cities by

even digressing it partially as a business cerdgregption.
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The Commodiousness of the City Transportation Netwi#s and Reconstructions

One of the basic elements that must not be missédvbile both new transportation
networks are being improved and improving the addss Kele (2008, p. 107) indicated that
“city centres have got political, cultural and admstrative identities”.Because cities are
people’s properties living in that city they sharel use together. Hence, when a city is being
intervened, no matter in which issue, the interfees on the city have to be performed by
considering all people’s maximum benefits.

First of all to be performed in order to overcomatalya’s transportation problems is to
provide existing pavements and roads adequate iti@gdor pedestrians, bicycles and motor
vehicles. Because these pavements and roads areuffmient for Antalya in summer
months. In addition to this, in the city, alreadyan transportation networks that are going to
be able to efficacious for the future 20-30 yeeaffit capacity should be developed.

By accentuating the operability of public transpeehicles, they must be benefited in a
rational manner with the highest capacity. In tivaty, public buses and tramway must be
used efficaciously. At the moment, tramway that ro@litan municipality has made
applicable is one of the most rational executiomemfent times for the city’s transportation
need.

Public transportation vehicles, because of beirgambes by making traffic slow down,
these vehicles must be enabled to operate in statio such a way that they do not make
traffic slowing down. By hardly inspecting publicahsportation vehicles to embark
passengers in and out in stations, they must batgovbeing obstacles by making the city
traffic slow down. Besides the number of vehicleshe city must be decreased. The first
thing to be done for this; in order to decreasenimaber of motor vehicles, midibuses must
be enabled to be in the city instead of two orehmanibuses. And this is going to make a
decline in the number of vehicles in the city ti@ffAs to the second way for decreasing the
number of motor vehicles is to take precautiongtimund cycling usage. The first thing to be

done for this is making the roads ready for cydage.
Using Geographic Information Systems in the City

Inhabitants’ utilization of urban facilities viachnologywithout stepping out from their

homes can be possible with Geographic Informatigsie®ns (GIS). As in many fields, in
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cities, active utilization of GIS has become inalile. Especially in tourism cities, utilization
of GIS has a significant role. Because both foreagd native tourists who come to the city
want to have direct information about the city. &splly the regions and pieces conveying
touristy value can be approachable via GIS. Atsémme time, inhabitants living constantly in
the city also want to know much about the city.\itimg these will come into existence with
active utilization of GIS. GIS that is not beingedsactively today must be transformed as
applicable by the city management also in Antalyanaall modern cities.

GIS can be used as follows for Antalya city;

- Via city map, the city can be cognized well by intants and tourists.

- Biological assets can be acquainted to people ukiagcity by mapping park and

gardens in a good way.

- Many touristy values in the city like historicafttures, artistic structures, museums

and natural beauties can be mapped and cognizedrists.

- By operating city roads, city can be used easily.

- By saving infrastructure, cultural and socio-cudluieatures of the city, public can be

enabled to avail easily.

GIS utilization on behalf much more of tourism fAntalya city is significant. Of
course, GIS’s usage area is not limited with th€d&. is not being used as a useful guide in

many ways for both inhabitants and tourists byAhtalya Metropolitan Municipality.

RESULTS AND SUGGESTIONS

As in many cities of Turkey and in Antalya, thressite problems related with the city
have emerged by the result of ignoring geographieatures of the field and composing
urban plansDistorted Urbanization, squatting and traffic problem generate these three
problems.

Related with the physical development of the aitgtropolitan municipality must avail
from other municipalities’ contributions and oping In order not to turn the city a patchy
bundle, switching newarban areasto the north of the city is inevitable. The city sbibe
enabled to improve in Masa Mountain and Varsak &egBecause free areas in the city
centre are almost non-existing in urban sense.dBsgiif this condition is provided, there

would have been avoidance for population and traffipression to the city centre.
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By removing the dead texture of the city, urbamgfarmations have to be performed
for gaining functionality. Hence, particularly Do Garaj and Cumhuriyet Square, seven
urban transformation projects have been applied.

The city centre must be evaluated as not onlydetcentre but also a cultural gathering
centre. To do this, this subject must be conceinetie projects that are being applied in the
city centre and will be probably applied in theuitg.

To solve thetraffic problem of Antalya, Metropolitan Municipality firstly musput
some road junctions, subways and overpasses ititmaghich will expedite the traffic in
main roads in the city. One of the most significaeodd junction points that is in need of one
of these points is Diuden Road Junction. Secontlyust provide the useful usage of the
highway that is passing on east-west directionhefcity and at the same time is in position
of a ring road, by resolving congestions. Thirdly,accentuating public transportation in the
city, they must be encouraged. While performings,tho annihilate the role of public
transportations’ blockages, bus and minibus statioast be worked up into more practical
positions. Fourthly, minibuses must be transforttechidibuses by decreasing their number.
The Metropolitan Municipality’s application mustr@mue in that way. That will decrease the
number of motor vehicles in the city. Fifthly, cyg usage must be increased. To do this, the
roads in the city must be shaped for suitable ogclisage. Lastly, in order to overcome
transportation problems in the city, extensive esafjpavements and roads in the city must
be enabled. Thus, some of the pavements and roads e enlarged and gone through a
construction process.

In terms of transportation, Antalya city centre must be connected with Serik,
Manavgat, Alanya and Gazigathat are in east. On the other hand, Antalyaastytre must
be connected to Kemer, Finike and Keth sea transportation by initiating sea voyages.

Another problem of the city isquatting problem. Depending on the tourism boom in
1980s, especially the north parts of the city adldva lot of immigrants. Varsak way around,
Sutculer-Habibler regions and Burdur way around thee areas that squatting houses are
intense. People who emigrated these regions arélynfosm east cities and rural parts of
Antalya. A significant part of this population ress housing needs by illegal ways namely
squatting in this area. As a result of this, thgiae that hosts the most squatting houses is

here.
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Sutculer-Habibler, Fevzi Cakmak, Dudenband Gebizli development plans that city
municipalities performed, are not sufficient evdnthey contain deterrent revisions of
squatting. The basic way to solve the squatting problem i$ tha government and local
managements have to produce domiciles with cheapsltor inhabitants that need domiciles.

In the areas that have domicile boredoms, to er@bigactors produce domiciles, some
public utility buildings have to be built in thesgeas like hospital. If some public utility
buildings are moved to the region, contractors came and increase productions of the
buildings in that area.

In the squatting regions of which development plaage been completed, main roads
must be opened immediately that, depending on thigzens who are self-sufficient in
financial sense can build their own buildings. [Riffties about roads are the obstacles for the
renewal of the city.

At the moment the squatting region that is locatethe limits of Kepez Municipality,
right the north of Burdur highway, because of bemgegion that having been settled for
about 25 years, people who live in that districtim¢he district a quite green area.

Despite the fact thatity managementsare chosen for single-handedly management
right in democratic sense, while concerning managgmare managing the city, they must
often appeal to public opinion. Antalya city managat, in order to manage the city, must
appeal to public opinion by choosing a committeéctvltonsists of different parts of the city.

In order to lighten both the traffic and other urbburdens of Antalya, the most
significant thing to do is to evaluate Aksu andilSes a‘satellite town”. The first thing to do
this is to build a fast tramway line between Angadnd its districts. When the transportation
becomes easier between these districts and thearitye, these districts will start to take the
duty of being satellite city on their own as a reatif fact.

While GIS would have been a useful guide in manyswveor both inhabitants and
tourists by the Antalya Metropolitan Municipality,is seen that GIS is not used exactly on
behalf of the city. Whereas, if this can be prodida number of problems of the city will

have been overcome.
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
